1- Illustrate, through the use of relevant facts, examples or statistics, the impacts of the realization. (250 words)
A. on the entire collectivity.
For example: 

· How does the realization enhance accessibility and a greater appropriation of art and culture by citizens? 

· Does the realization allow the involvement and the mobilization of citizens, of the artistic or cultural community? 

     
· What are the effects of the realization on the quality of life of citizens, on the environment, on the social and economic climate, etc.? 

* Avoid general statements! Evaluation will focus on the real impacts of the realization, not its objectives or the municipality’s cultural mission.
B. on the francophone community in a minority situation. (350 words)
For example: 

· How does the realization enhance the participation or inclusion of francophones in local development? 

· How does the realization enhance a better understanding or the dissemination of the culture of the francophone community? 

· Does the realization consolidate the feeling of belonging of francophones to their collectivity or does it help them draw nearer to the rest of the local population? 

· Does the realization have an impact on the work of artists and francophone cultural workers in your locality or your region? 

     
2. Illustrate, through the use of relevant facts, examples or statistics, how the project falls under a perspective of sustainable cultural development. (300 words)
For example: 

· Is it the result of an integrated approach involving various municipal services?

· Has it given rise to partnerships?

· Is it part of the orientation of a municipal policy (cultural, family, etc.), in a long-term vision of cultural development?

· Is the realization sustainable? How is it able to develop over time and integrate new practices? 
     
3. Illustrate the originality and excellence of the realization through the use of relevant facts or examples. (150 words)
· Does the realization propose innovative responses to local needs?

· How does it stand out from other realizations in the same field?
